Give Thanks

“O give thanks to the LORD, for he is good;
   for his steadfast love endures forever.”
                1 Chronicles 16:34

	As we enter November, we are heading into a time of thanks-giving, though sometimes we get that confused with a time of stuffing our faces and shopping ‘till we drop. In our culture, Thanksgiving evokes (historically inaccurate) images of pilgrims and Native Americans,  pictures of cornucopias stuffed with produce, giant turkeys and tryptophan-induced comas, football and Black Friday shopping sprees. Thanksgiving is a major holiday here in the US, one of the big occasions for families to come together and share a special meal.

	In the church, we have another special meal which is also associated with Thanksgiving we call it “Eucharist,” the Greek word for “thanksgiving.” In Eucharist, or Holy Communion, we remember how Jesus gave thanks over the bread and wine, and we also give thanks for God’s blessings to us through Jesus.

	Hopefully our thanksgiving is not limited to the fourth Thursday in November or to the sharing of communion in church. Thanksgiving should be a constant in our lives of faith. Scripture encourages us to give thanks to God all the time and for all things. We give thanks for specific blessings we have received from God - such as an answered prayer - but also for everything God does and everything God is. As the verse from 1 Chronicles above says, we give thanks to the LORD because the LORD is good.
We give thanks that God is who God is.

	Giving thanks to God is more than just saying “Thank you.” It’s more than recognizing God’s blessings upon us and feeling gratitude. Thanksgiving should be a concrete response to those blessings. The Bible uses the language of a “sacrifice of thanksgiving,” of making an offering as part of giving thanks.

	When we give thanks to God, whether on Thanksgiving Day or at any other time of year, we should not only say “Thank you.” We should also be willing to give up and give back offerings of our time, talent, and treasure. After all, the things we have are not “gifts” from God, as if we were free to do whatever we want with them. Everything we have truly belongs to God, and we have been entrusted with the responsibility of caretakers.

	Thanks be to God that God has trusted us with so much! May our thanksgivings remind us of God’s trust and our responsibility, and may we eagerly make our sacrifices of thanksgiving to God.
