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“What is Stewardship?”

‘Stewardship’ is one of those churchy words that you don’t hear too often in other contexts. It’s also one of those churchy words that we hear so many times in church that we tend to forget what it means.

The concept of stewardship was much more familiar to people in biblical times. A steward was a trusted person who was responsible for managing the household. A merchant or a landowner would hire a steward to care for their property and wealth. The role of steward was important; you’d want to make sure the steward was someone trustworthy and responsible.

Notice that the steward is taking care of things they do not own. The steward is managing another person’s property. Good stewardship means taking good care of what has been entrusted to you—not because it is yours, but because the owner has placed their trust in you.

Think about the things that you have. House, cars, cell phones, computers, televisions… all the ‘stuff’ we need or enjoy. The message we get from our culture, the message we get every time we see a commercial on television or hear one on the radio, every time we walk into a store, is that we deserve our stuff. In fact, we deserve to constantly get new and better stuff. After all, we work hard for our money, we deserve to enjoy what we have, right? What we have is ours, we earned it, we deserve it.

But as Christians, we have to ask a very important question: Whose stuff is it? Can we really say we “own” anything that we have? The Bible is clear, and it speaks the opposite message from our consumer culture. “The earth is the LORD’s and all that is in it,” says Psalm 24, “the world, and those who live in it; for God has founded it on the seas, and established it on the rivers.”

The message of scripture is that God owns everything. God created the world, and the world belongs to God. That car you drive, that television you watch, the cell phone in your pocket—those things don’t belong to you. They belong to God. Everything we have ultimately comes from God.

It’s not your stuff. That can be a hard message to hear, because it goes against everything we hear from culture day in and day out. Whose stuff is it? It’s God’s. It all belongs to God.

The reason we talk about stewardship in church is because we believe that God has given us the role of stewards. Everything belongs to God; we have been entrusted with caring for what is God’s. Everything we do with our money, our time, our energy, is stewardship. God trusts us to be good stewards. 

We have to take seriously this position of trust, this job God has given us. We should always strive to be good stewards, remembering that everything we have belongs to God, and that God has entrusted it to us.
